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Abstract

Character Education (CE) and Human Rights Education (HRE) have been empha-
sized recently in Taiwan. Numerous literature seem to neglect the conflict between
them. In this paper, the author wants to argue there are different theoretic foundations
of political philosophy and ethics between CE and HRE. The theoretic foundations of
CE derive from communitarianism and virtues ethics. However, the theoretic founda-
tions of HRE derive from liberalism and ethics of obligation. The two approaches are
very different in the views of individual self, relationship between individual and so-
ciety. The author does not think it is easy to reconcile them from philosophical argu-
ments. However, in the educational practice, if the cognitive, emotional, and habitual
components of CE and HRE have been paid more attention, perhaps we can implement

the CE and HRE smoothly.
