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Will the Bells Ring Again? ——
The Controversy over the Elimination
of Elementary School Recess in the USA

Abstract

In recent years, a great number of elementary schools in the USA cut back on re-
cess, and led to an intensive controversy. Many schools in other countries, such as Ger-
many, Russia, Japan, France, the United Kingdom, and Australia, are also taking similar

# measures. Even Taiwan’s Ministry of Education tries to squeeze recess to make more
room for physical activity. The present paper is written with the aim of exploring the
background, divergent opinions, and current state of the USA’s reduction of school re-
cess, so as to examine the role recess plays in school education and to present some re-
commendations for Taiwan’s educational practice and research. The present paper falls
into seven sections: introduction, American people’s general views of the meaning and
value of school recess, the background of the USA’s reduction of recess, divergent opi-
nions of the reduction of recess, the current state of recess in the USA, discussion of
